Used in perfumes and
incense and in Jesus' day
was an embalming
ointment which symbolises
his death.

Christingles are made from
an orange decorated with
red tape, sweets or dried
fruit and a candle. They
represent Jesus being the
light of the world.

The Christian belief that
God took human form in
Jesus Christ.
