The AngloSaxens didn't ike the stone houses ond streets left by the
Romans, so they buit thelr awn villages. They looked for land which had
lots of natural resources like foad, water and wood ta bulld and heat their
homes, and Britain's forests had everthing theyneeded. They sunounded
each village with a high fence to protect cattle from wild animals like foes
and wolves, and to keep out thelr enemies, taol

We know what AngloSaxon hauses were like from excavations of
AnglaSaxon villages. They were small wooden huts with a straw racf, and
nside was just one raom in which the whole family lived, ate, slept and

sacialised together —rmuch like an ancient version of opan-plan living!

‘The biggest house h the village belonged to the chief, which was large
enough to hause him and all his warriors — and sometimes even the axen,
10l Tt was o long hall with a stene fre i the middle, and hunting

traphies and battle amour hung from its walls. There were tiny windows

and a hole In the roof 1o allow smoke to escape.
