	[image: ]Income and Expenses
-Income is the amount of money that a person or organisation receives, and expenses are the money that it spends.
-Some expenses are essential (things we need - electricity and water) whilst some are things that we want rather than need).
-People and organisations need to carefully calculate their income and expenses to make sure that they don’t run out of money.  
	[image: ]Taxes 
-Tax is money that people pay to the state to help it run. There are different types of tax:
-Income tax is money that comes out of peoples’ wages, to pay for things like hospitals, police and schools.
-National Insurance is used to pay for state pensions and other benefits.
-VAT means value added tax, and is paid when we buy certain items.

- The United Nations is an organisation made up of countries that want to work together in a peaceful way.
-It represents almost all of the countries in the world (193 at the last count) and holds a list of rights for children.
-Rights for children can be described as things that every child should have or be able to do in order to them be healthy, safe and happy. These rights include:
-A right to play outside
-A right to eat a healthy diet
-A right to be treated by doctors when ill
-A right to be safe at all times
-A right to go to school 
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
